Examined the case of Elena Dimitrova Dimitrova, age 27, who had been operated on 4 years ago on the occasion of familial adenomatous polyposis, and colectomy with partial resection of the pancreas had been done, as well as splenectomy. The patient was admitted in Military Medical Academy for surgical treatment of proven intraperitoneal formations. Resection of the formations was achieved along with partial resection of the intestinal tract. In the postoperative period the patient had mesenteric thrombosis, which necessitated an additional intestine resection.

As a consequence of the above mentioned disease and the surgical interventions that the patient has undergone, 90% of the intestines are practically missing (there are about 15 cm of the jejunum and 17 cm of the distal rectum). We regard the need of small intestine transplantation as being utterly urgent. Since this type of surgery is not carried out in Bulgaria, we propose the patient for treatment abroad.
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
